TERM; TERMINATION The term of this Agreement will commence upon your acceptance of this Agreement and will continue for a period of two (2) years unless terminated earlier as provided herein. If you breach this Agreement or if you sue anyone over patents that you think may apply to or read on the dataset or anyone's use of the dataset, this Agreement (and your license and rights obtained herein) terminate automatically. If this agreement is terminated, you must return or destroy all full or partial copies of the Dataset in your possession immediately.  Any sections that are intended to survive termination of this Agreement shall survive.
EXPORT RESTRICTIONS. The Dataset is subject to United States export laws and regulations. You must comply with all domestic and international export laws and regulations that apply to the Dataset. LEGAL EFFECT. This Agreement describes certain legal rights. You may have other rights under the laws of your country. You may also have rights with respect to the party from whom you acquired the Dataset. This Agreement does not change your rights under the laws of your country if the laws of your country do not permit it to do so.
